The municipality of Wachtberg lies in the federal country of Nordrhein-
Westfalen, south of the city Bonn and at the borders of Rheinland-Pfalz. It 
consists of 16 villages with more than 21.000 inhabitants. 

There is no village or town named “Wachtberg” – but there is the 258 m high 
Wachtberg, which gave the municipality founded in 1969 its name. Berkum is 
the centre of the municipality. Here you find the town hall – beside others with 
the asylum department, the department of education and the residents`  office 
with the registration administration. 
In Berkum there are a shopping centre, an indoor swimming pool and the central 
point of the  main bus lines in Wachtberg. 
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In the municipality of Wachtberg there are several lodgings for refugees, all 
cared for by the local government.
